Payments & Refunds:
• Payments must be made in full – deposits are not accepted.
• There will be NO refunds (full or partial) after five days prior to a class.
• Full refunds are available up to two weeks in advance, minus the processing fee of $20. Full refunds must be requested in writing
 via mail, in person, or via email to cathy@pittcountyarts.org
• Partial Refunds are available after two weeks on a sliding scale up to five days prior to class and include the deduction of the
processing fee of $20. The scale of what Emerge will retain if a cancellation occurs:
12 - 13 days prior - 10% of enrollment plus the $20 processing fee
10 - 11 days prior - 20% of enrollment plus the $20 processing fee

Part of the PCAC at Emerge’s mission is to make the arts accessible to the entire community. For every five paid programs, one is 
completely free and targeted towards at-risk or underprivileged youth. We do this through after-school music and art programs in the 
Pitt County Public Schools, artist in residency programs, and our Youth Arts Initiative program, which includes scholarships and our 
Youth Public Arts Project.

Youth Public Arts Project is our longest running outreach program. This is a bi-weekly program where at-risk youth come to the arts 
council to work with professional artists and social work interns to create various public art projects. The public art is then displayed 
throughout the community.
Art is Good Medicine is an Arts in Healthcare program in partnership with local healthcare providers such as Vidant Health. 
Professional visual artists and dancers work with adult and pediatric cancer patients and survivors. In addition, we offer free workshops 
to cancer patients, survivors, family members, and caregivers.
Scholarships are offered to underprivileged children in our community to attend classes and workshops free of charge.
Help keep the arts in our schools! 
Your dollars will be matched by North Carolina Arts Council funds to bring professional dance, music, theatre, and visual artists to our 
public schools for performances and residencies. It also helps after school arts clubs where art and music teachers stay after school 
once a week for a free art club.
